We have officially been in Thailand for a year! March 27 marked our one-year anniversary, and it has flown by! 
We are so thankful for all the incredible things that God has allowed us to witness since being here. One year 
down and a lifetime to go!


Several months ago, the Lord gave me an idea to help train our church members in sharing the Gospel 
effectively. Each Thursday evening during the month of March, we met for about 30 minutes, and I taught on 
soul winning. Then, after a quick snack, we loaded up in church vans and went out. The first 3 weeks, we had 
between 20 to 25 soul winners come each week and a total of 16 souls that trusted Christ over the course of 
the 3 weeks. The last day, we had 32 soul winners come and had 17 souls saved that evening!


One afternoon, after finishing work at the church, I called a taxi to take me home because Katie Belle and 
Mikey were running errands in our family vehicle. The taxi driver, Chatree, was very friendly, and we struck up 
a conversation immediately. I asked him if he had ever heard about Jesus. He told 
me he had watched some YouTube videos about Christianity but didn’t know 
much. I began giving him the Gospel, and when I told him that Jesus had risen 
from the dead, he was shocked! He turned around and exclaimed, “He rose from 
the dead? I’ve never heard that!” I explained that only the Son of God could do 

something so incredible, and 
Chatree agreed. When we got to 
the house, he bowed his head 
and accepted Christ.


Our last Sunday of the month, we had 101 in church. That is 
the first time in a year we have broken 100 on an “ordinary” 
Sunday. Praise be to God!
